This year’s new feature is the "Mixology Village," which brings together producers of spirits and accessories for bartenders, along with the "Sparkling&Mix" area, spotlighting to the best sparkling wine options for mixing.

Fic Arena (Hall A3) hosts the 9th edition of the Italian Cuisine Championships of FIC - Italian Federation of Chefs, with 500 competitors involved. New for 2025: the Global Chefs Challenge - European Gran Prix 2025, a high-level European cooking selection event that prepares participants for the Worldchefs world championship.
