Ambassador Nassir Abdulaziz Al-Nasser, representing the Secretary General of the United Nations, emphasized the importance of working on nourishing the heritage based on the joy of life and happiness for Humanity and future generations.

It also holds first place in terms of gross operating revenue and boasts a total 216 events and congresses and 216 events and congresses. The Company's priority asset is to favour internationalization in segments representing Beautiful and Well Done around the world, starting from its already solid presences in the United Arab Emirates, where it has an on-going joint venture, and in the USA, China, India and South America. Furthermore, IEG is also the Italian leader in the convention and congress segment. In 2016, IEG events at its exhibition and congress sites in Rimini and Vicenza totalled 14,593 exhibitors and almost 2.5 million visitors.
